Vacancy Update  
Following the retirement of Rev. Peter Park, the charge of Fraserburgh Old 

Parish Church was formally preached as being vacant on Sunday 29th June 

2014 by Rev. Dr Iain MacNee.  

Rev. MacNee was appointed by the Presbytery of Buchan as our Interim 

Moderator for the vacancy period to oversee the day to day ministerial  

affairs of the church. Many of you may recall that Rev. MacNee was also 

our Interim Moderator during Rev. Parkôs period of illness in 2012 so is a 

familiar face to us in the Auld Kirk and we are very pleased to have him 

with us.  

 

As Interim Moderator, Rev. MacNee is responsible for ensuring that all 

preaching and pastoral requirements are covered but does not necessarily 

have to conduct all these duties himself. Itôs been fortunate that Miss 

Dorothy Mair has been home from America over the summer months as 

she has conducted many of the Sunday services for us as well as providing 

excellent pastoral cover and we are very grateful to her for this. From October, as well as being our Interim 

Moderator, Rev. MacNee will become our Locum Minister which means that he will conduct most of the 

morning services and some of the evening services himself, as well as providing for our pastoral requirements. 

The remaining evening services from October will be led by Elders groups which is being co-ordinated by 

Mrs Angela Gracie. This arrangement worked very well during the last vacancy and we are grateful to all 

those who have agreed to participate in the worship teams. 

 

In terms of the vacancy and finding a new minister, the Kirk Session is keen to get this process started as soon 

as possible but unfortunately are unable to make any real progress at this present time as no churches within 

the Presbytety of Buchan are currently permitted to call a minister. The reason for this is that the Presbytery 

Plan for all churches in Buchan is currently under review and no progress can be made until such time as the 

plan has been formally approved both at Presbytery level and by the Church of Scotland in Edinburgh. It 

seems likely that it will be at least September 2014 before any further progress is made in this regard. In the 

meantime, we are thankful that we have Rev. MacNee at the helm, enthusiastically supported by Miss      

Dorothy Mair and by a hard working Kirk Session and with these arrangements in place, Iôm sure that the ship 

will be kept firmly on course until such time as Godôs plan for our church has been fulfilled. 

            

 

Introducing our Interim Moderator  
 

Rev. Dr Iain MacNee retired in 2011 as minister at New Pitsligo with Strichen & Tyrie and lives with his wife 

Anthea in Alvah near Banff. Iain was born in Glasgow and came to faith in Jesus Christ through Scripture  

Union camp in his early teens. After leaving school he worked in full-time youth work for four years with the 

YMCA in Glasgow and Aberdeen, before studying for the ministry at Aberdeen University. After an            

assistantship at Port Glasgow, Iain ministered first in Glasgow, South Carntyne and thereafter at Newbattle 

Dalkeith, Girvan South and Canisbay in Caithness before going to Strichen. Canisbay Parish includes John 

OôGroats and the Castle of Mey, the holiday residence of the late Queen Mother. Iain had the privilege of 

leading    worship on more than a dozen occasions when Her Majesty was present and on three occasions with 

Prince Charles in attendance. 

 

Iain has been kept busy in his retirement and as well as being Interim Moderator with us during 2012 he has 

also been part of a team which covered the vacancy at Buckie North in the neighbouring presbytery of Moray 

and more recently was providing cover in the islands of Jura and Islay!

Church Refurbishment Programme  
 

Plans for a basic refurbishment programme 

were started during the middle of last year and 

at that time a fundraising group was also set up 

to provide  additional funding for the proposed 

works. Under the enthusiastic leadership of 

Elder Mrs Beldy Blackhall, the óKash for the 

Kirkô fundraising programme took off with 

many varied and  excellent events having    

already taken place and with £10178.48 raised 

so far. Unfortunately the  programme of       

refurbishment has been a slower process, as a 

result of the various permissions that are      

required through the Church of Scotland, and 

approval for the work has taken somewhat 

longer than first anticipated. It was therefore 

very pleasing when the first stage approval 

was granted just before the summer and work 

could begin on repairing and replacing our railings which were very badly corroded and broken. This work 

was completed at the end of July and the railings now look absolutely magnificent making a huge difference 

to the appearance of the front of the church. The old railings were painted black but the new galvanised       

railings have a silver grey appearance and will not be painted to ensure that they remain in top condition for 

many, many years to come. This aspect of the work was initiated by Mrs Mary May and the ladies of the  

Thrift Shop and the cost was fully covered from shop proceeds which had  accumulated over a number of 

years. This is a very worthwhile use of Thrift Shop money and we offer our sincere thanks to Mary and the 

hard working volunteers for this most generous contribution. Many thanks also to Mr Bill May who               

co-ordinated the work with the contractors and ensured that the job was completed to the highest of standards. 

Following completion of the railings, the next stage is for the paths and entrance area to be resurfaced and for 

the external notice boards etc. to be repainted and tidied up. This work has been instructed and we look       

forward to this being progressed and completed very soon. 

 

Permission to commence work inside the church is still awaited as this requires final approval by the Church 

of Scotlandôs Art & Architecture                  

Committee (CARTA) and a delegation from this 

committee will be visiting the church shortly to 

review the proposals. The initial work proposed 

includes refurbishment of the entrance           

vestibule, including new internal doors, new 

lighting and associated rewiring and also some 

upgrades to the heating system. Once approval 

has been granted by CARTA the work can    

proceed and will be progressed without any   

further delay. In the meantime, we very much 

look forward to completion of the external work 

and acknowledge once again the hard work   

being done by our óKash for the Kirkô           

volunteers to raise the required   funding for our 

ongoing   improvements.

Rachel had taken part in Global Rock with a team from Fraserburgh Academy and they came third in the 

Scottish finals.  Since then she had been on work experience at Aberdeen Royal Foresterhill Hospital. When 

asked how she found the work there, her answer was ñAmazing!ò as she had seen a C section, 

witnessed a hip replacement and a new baby born ! She also answered that the shift work was 

rather ñexhausting ! ò 
 
Rachel leaves in August for Tanzania in Africa, flying by herself from Aberdeen to London 

then to Dubai and finishes in Tanzania where she then has a four hour bus journey over      

difficult terrain to reach the hospital where she will be working. She is not looking forward to 

travelling alone ! 
 
The group sending her to Tanzania is GAP Medics, an international organization which specialises in giving 

young people work experience in medicine, dentistry, midwifery and  nursing. As Rachelôs ambition is to 

study medicine at University and become a doctor, this work experience will be great for her as she will have 

many experiences working in the hospital for two weeks. 
 

There is also an orphanage nearby and Rachel will visit and bring money there to help the     

children. A recent coffee morning at the Centre had raised £447 and the generosity of our Kirk 

folk at a retiring collection and donations then saw that boosted by another £400 ï   making   

almost £1,000 which will go with Rachel to Tanzania. Rachel was also given a small Bible to 

take with her and to give it to someone interested in learning about Christianity. We wonder 

who will receive this Bible far away in Africa ? 
 

Rachel has agreed to come back and tell our church later             

experiences at the hospital and orphanage in Tanzania. We wish 

her Godôs speed, a safe journey there and back and lots of new and 

exciting things to do, people to meet up with and to make friends 

from all over the world as she works with other 

young people in Africa. Come back and do bring 

some photos to show us in church !
